Accordingly, we are reopening all facilities: 

The Pool is open 9:00AM – 9:00PM, seven days a week, except for scheduled cleaning 

every Wednesday from 10:00AM – 1:00PM. Non-residents may now use the pool but 

please be reminded that the maximum number of guests allowed is four (4) per suite 

and they must be accompanied at all times by a resident. 

The Card Room and Billiards Room are open. 

The Exercise Room is open from 7:00AM – 10:00PM, seven days a week.  

Party Room and Guest Suites are available for rent. Please check availability with the 

Management Office.  

Because the seven-day average of new COVID-19 infections in Ontario is trending slightly 

upwards (1,924 on March 23, compared to a low of 1,720 on March 15) continued caution, 

i.e. wearing masks in crowded areas, remains highly advisable. 

Budget for the 2022-2023 Fiscal Year 
The budget for our new fiscal year, which begins May 1, has been prepared and approved 

by the Board of Directors. A letter will go out the week of April 4, delivered to suite doors, 

e-mailed, or by regular mail depending on owner preferences. If you have not received 

yours by April 15, please contact the Management Office. 

Spring Cleaning 
The bench by the main entrance is to be renovated: the black painted wood will be replaced 

with a maintenance-free composite material. The interlocking stone patios at the front and 

side of the building, and pathways will be power-washed. Any necessary repairs to the 

tennis court will be completed as soon as possible for the tennis and shuffleboard seasons. 

Plumbing Inspection Follow-Up 
We continue to work on scheduling remedial work identified during the plumbing inspection. 

Initially, this will ensure that all main suite water shut-off valves are accessible and working 

so that suites can subsequently be individually isolated for further repairs. Notices will be 

sent out as work is scheduled.

We are holding another food bank collection through to Wednesday, April 13. If you so 

wish, please leave your contribution in the Management Office mailbox.

Garage Cleaning 
Garage Cleaning is scheduled to take place Tuesday through Thursday, May 17, 18, and 

19. A notice will go out closer to the date. Please remove your vehicle on the day your 

parking level is to be cleaned. The Corporation is not responsible for any damage to vehicles 

not removed. 

Bulky Waste 
The City of Richmond Hill has made changes to its schedule for collecting bulky waste items 

– couches, mattresses, etc. Such items will now be picked up twice a month on Mondays 

and must be out for pickup by 7:00AM. Items must be brought down on the service elevator 

before 5:00PM the previous Saturday. Items will only be picked up by the City by 

appointment which must be arranged through the Management Office. 

Smoking & Enforcement 
A reminder that smoking anywhere on the property is in violation of the Corporation’s Rules 

& Regulations, is in some cases a violation of City of Richmond Hill bylaws, and annoys, 

disturbs, and offends many residents. The exception is for “grandfathered” smokers who 

may only smoke inside their suites. Smoking on balconies is prohibited. 

Smoking marijuana is forbidden everywhere, 

including in suites, without exception. 

The Board of Directors has a legal duty to enforce the Rules & Regulations and will take 

legal action against offenders.
